ALL EDUCATIONAL AGREEMENTS
(Break out meeting Tuesday 15 June 2004) 

Initial discussion concerned the background to the present meeting. It was established that it had arisen from the realisation in Rotorua that as the week went on there was evidence that the same issues were being repeatedly discussed under the individual Accords with a consequent loss of efficiency. Thus it was worth discussing whether it was possible to have joint consideration of common issues, of which there could be a number given the way in which first Sydney and then Dublin had grown out of the Washington Accord.

It was agreed that the current working group meetings were an example of common issues being discussed in forum and that this was useful and should be encouraged.  

It was decided that there were matters which horizontally covered the Accords, eg graduate attributes, review processes, admission processes and mentoring, and that at IEM meetings these could be discussed in forum with the outcome going as a proposal for ratification by the individual Accord business meetings. This system, while retaining the sovereignty of the Accords, would result in greater consistency and would reduce the time taken at IEM meetings.
It was agreed that the secretariats of the Washington, Sydney and Dublin Accords would formally cooperate and that in particular, they work with HKIE on establishing an agenda in which common matters may be discussed in forum prior to formal Accords business.
