WASHINGTON ACCORD

RECOMMENDATIONS FOLLOWING WORKSHOP DISCUSSION

PROGRAMS  DELIVERED BY DISTANCE AND PROGRAMS DELIVERED ACROSS NATIONAL BOUNDARIES

RECOMMENDATIONS:

1. Washington Accord Agreement should not be amended.

2. The following additions be made to the Rules and Procedures:

· Where an engineering program is delivered in distance mode by a provider, the location of the program, for the purposes of the Accord, shall be deemed to be within the national or territorial boundary of the provider.

· Where an engineering program is offered and supervised by a provider outside its national or territorial boundary, the location of the program, for the purposes of the Accord, shall be deemed to be within the national or territorial boundary of the provider.

REQUEST OF DISTANCE DELIVERY WORKING PARTY:

· The EA/HKIE/ABET/ECSA Working party develop draft guidelines for best practice in development and accreditation of programs offered by distance delivery.

OTHER POINTS RAISED:
· The importance of mutually recognising the accreditation decisions of signatories.

· For undifferentiated program offerings delivered in multiple modes and/or at multiple locations, the accreditation criteria should be simultaneously satisfied for each implementation of the program.

· The importance of cooperation between relevant signatories when programs are offered across national boundaries.
